As a senior he hit .574 with a .459 career average,
earned Rll-American honors, and was a two-time Gatorade Player of the Year in
Michigan before heading to LSU — where he hit .344 under coach Paul Mainieri, won
the 2009 College World Series national championship, and was drafted by the Chica-
go Cubs in the second round of the 2009 draft.

He played for the Chicago Cubs, Colorado Rockies, and New York Yankees, earning
three Rll-Star selections, four Gold Glove Awards, and two batting titles — one in
each league, a combination achieved by only a handful of players in the modern era.
He was defined not by flash, but by preparation and consistency — the same
gualities the Leprechauns intend to build their culture around.

After leading the franchise to a 42-30 record in 2025, the Waterloo Bucks an-
nounced on March 31 that field manager Darrell Handelsman would be returning to
the team in 2026. Handelsman currently serves as the head coach at Olney Central
Community College, a position he has held for two spring seasons. This will be Han-
delsman’s eighth season in Waterloo.

In 2025, the Bucks finished with the second-best overall record in the Great Plains
East Division of the Northwoods League. The sixth game of the season marked
Handelsman’s 500th victory for his NWL career and on June 17, he notched his 500th
career regular season win. Handelsman is the winningest manager in team history,
with 276 victories, and ranks as the third-winningest manager in NWL history, with
525 victories. A veteran manager in summer-collediate baseball, Handelsman holds
B71 career wins with six different teams in a career spanning 20-plus seasons.
Prior stops include the Kkenosha Kroakers [Northwoods League, 1997-98], Waterloo
Bucks [NWL, 1999-2002], Madison Mallards (MWL, 2003-04], Fayetteville Swamp-
Dogs [Coastal Plain League, 2005-13], Green Bay Bullfrogs [NWL, 2013-18], and Alton
River Dragons [Prospect League, 2021-22). Handelsman is the second winningest
postseason manager in league history with 12 victories. In addition, Handelsman has
won two NWL titles, earning trophies with the Bucks in 2002 and Madison in 2004.

Handelsman’s coaching career began as an assistant at Los Angdeles Valley College,
followed by New Mexico Highlands University, Cochise College, San Jose State
University, and Centenary College. Handelsman played collegiately at San Francisco
State University.
